Primary task: Describing the information-processing theory and memory strategies in the context of studying for an exam.


Response correctly describes the Information Processing Theory steps of encoding, storage, and retrieval within the context of studying for an exam.  
· During encoding, the student must attend to the textbook information in order to move it into short-term/working memory. 
· The student needs to rehearse or engage in some other strategy to store textbook information in long-term memory.  
· During the exam, the student will retrieve information from long-term memory to answer questions correctly.  

Responses will vary but will clearly include at least two strategies such as the following 
· Elaboration
· Imagery 
· Chunking 
· Organization
