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With the evolution of technology and the emergence of the internet as a tool for communication and a platform for conveying information, the popularity for blogs has surged dramatically. Today anybody with a computer or any device with internet connectivity can access numerous blogs that provide opinions on a wide variety of topics ranging from politics all the way to art. Because blogs engage people in knowledge sharing, reflection, and debate, they often attract a large and dedicated readership (Boulos et al., 41).
	Among some of the most popular blogs, are political blogs that provide a chronological order of political events and the effects of these events on the general population. Recently there has been a lot happening in the American political scene and with that has come a lot of scrutiny from bloggers providing insights and a difference in opinions on the subject. One such blog is Digipoop (https://digipoop.com/ ). Digipoop is an acronym that stands for Digital Political Opinion and true to its name the blog has quite some interesting perspectives on the messy American political scene. 
For instance in the recently concluded general elections, the blog had placed presidential candidate Hillary Clinton ahead of her rival Donald Trump to win the presidency. The blog suggested that she would clench the 270 electoral votes to ensure her victory. “I THINK Hillary Clinton will win the Electoral College comfortably, but will only win the popular vote by a few percentage points. Unofficially, I predict she’ll win by between 2 and 6%” (https://digipoop.com/2016-election-predictions-map/ ). Needless to say that’s not what happened and in a surprising twist of events it is republican nominee Donald Trump who would end up winning the race. In fact this was just one of the many sites that wrongfully predicted the election results in what would turn out to be one of the biggest political upsets in American history. 
Another blog by Michael Moore (http://michaelmoore.com/ ) had a wildly contradicting opinion from the one expressed by Digipoop. In his blog, Michael Moore assured his dedicated readers that contrary to popular belief in the days leading to the election, it is actually Donald Trump who would end up winning the election. He went ahead and gave up a series of reasons as to why he thought the republican nominee would emerge victorious in the presidential race. On his blog he wrote, “And now I have even more awful, depressing news for you: Donald J. Trump is going to win in November” (Michael Moore). After the votes were counted the blogger turned out to be one of very few people and analysts that had actually made right predictions about the hotly contested elections. 
From the above examples, the importance of blogs and how they can be used as a tool for mass enlightenment is clear. Although, these blogs provided different perspectives on the same subject, they both in their own ways provided insight and influenced the opinions of their readers. The opinion provided by Digipoops was however a little bit vague and focused on mere speculation as opposed to that expressed by Michael Moore on his blog which seemed more analytical. In contrast to Digipoops, Michael Moore went ahead and gave reasons why he thought a victory by the republican nominee was imminent. 
After going through the opinions expressed on both blogs, I found that information on the Michael Moore blob was more effective in convincing the readers why its position on the subject was more accurate as compared to a number of other blogs including Digipoops. This is because the blog went ahead and gave reasons unlike most of the others that based their information on personal opinions. Michael Moore’s blog was therefore more objective in its analysis and eventual ended up being right. 
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
