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In the United States, healthcares institutions are varied despite the fact that majority are private sector owned and operated; 58% as non-profit; 21% are government established institutions; 21% for profit institutions.

The need for healthcare reforms has been a pressing issue, with landmark reforms like The Patient Protection, the Affordable Care Acts (PPACA) being proposed in 2010. Later amendments were made by the Education Reconciliation Health Care Act which aimed at improving the quality, accessibility and affordability of healthcare in the United States (Cotlear, Gomez, Knaul, Atun, Barreto, Cetrangolo, & Lozano, 2015). Prior to this the government made little effort with regards to healthcare reforms. Reforms have lead to better accessibility to Medicaid to elders and adults who were previously ineligible due to poverty, also facilitating affordable small business owner’s access reasonably priced health plans thus reducing the number of uninsured individuals in the United States.
The reforms included coverage to low-income people by abolishing out-of-pocket fees on behalf of Medicare beneficiaries and reduction of fees for long-lasting medical equipment. However, concerns are present on the quality of care provided as well as waste and fraud in the system. Reforms have also led to increased taxes due to the need for funding. A healthcare systems survey conducted in 2014 on the 11 developed countries concludes that the United States, in terms of efficiency, access and equity, is the worst performing and the most expensive.
With further reforms, healthcare can further improve by increasing access of medical services thus reducing the mortality rate. Fraud and wastage can be reduced by implementing harsher jail terms to individuals found participating in medical malpractice.
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
