Introduction:

Paragraph 1: Performance
Home schooled students to perform better than those in public school
· Research indicates that homeschooled students perform better in their studies (Cai, Reeve, and Robinson; Moreau)
· Home schooled students to score 15 to 30% above that of public schooled students (Ray)
· They have high SAT, ACT, and GPA scores (Onlinecollege.org)
· They have high chances of applying, getting accepted, successfully attending and graduating from college (Onlinecollege.org).  
Paragraph 2: Environment
The academic environment plays a crucial role in the performance differences
· Students perform better in an atmosphere that is friendly and that they are familiar with
· Homeschooling saves students from peer pressure, bullying and possibly drug abuse (Cai et al 372).
· Chances of dropping out are minimal for homeschooled students compared to that of students educated in public schools (Onlinecollege.org).
Paragraph 3: Resources
Homeschooled students have more access to resources and academic materials as compared to students in public school may lack enough educational materials
· Parents ensure that their homeschooled children have all the necessary study materials (Cai et al. 380)
· The timetable for homeschooled students is also flexible compared to that in public schools, and therefore this ensures that studies take place when the student is at his/her best chance of understanding (Moreau 2)
