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Every country has its own socio-political, economics and cultural characteristics. The political culture of a country refers to a set of widely shared values, norms, and beliefs about the way the political and economic life of the nation ought to be carried out. Political culture is all about how the citizens relate to one another, to the government, and to the country’s economy. The United States is a state with a western culture which has developed over time to have its own social and cultural characteristics which include music, social habits, cuisine, dialect, folklore, etc. (Scranton, 2014). Paraguay is a landlocked country lying in the center of South America and has close relations with the United States. Paraguay has experienced a turbulent political history and a tradition of authoritarian leadership which led to the international isolation that the country is trying to overcome (Moseley, 2015).  

Civil Rights for the citizens and the minority groups

Unfortunately, the United States has experienced a long history of racism and discrimination. However, this is not the case today since the efforts of black and white activists led to the realization of equality. It’s not only the African Americans who faced hostile and violent discrimination in the United States (Skocpol, 2004). Many other immigrants from Europe to North America as a result of religious and ethnic persecution also encountered discrimination. Other minority groups who faced overt prejudice include Latinos, Asians, and Native Americans. Women, homosexuals, and the disabled were also among those who faced persecution (Skocpol, 2004).
In 1964, the United States Congress listened to the demands of the Civil Rights Movement and passed the Civil Rights Act which brought an end to discrimination of American citizens in public facilities, employment, education, and voter registration based on one’s skin color, gender, race, religion, and even nation of origin (Skocpol, 2004). Later in 1965, the President of the United States signed the Voting Rights Act into law. The Voting Rights Act ensures that all minority groups have equal access to the polls like any other American citizen. The Civil Rights of the American citizens and minorities are all protected to this date (“The Constitution of the United States”). 
The Twenty-sixth Amendment to the United States Constitution passed in 1971, extended the right to vote to every American aged eighteen years and older (“The Constitution of the United States”). The federal government through the Department of Justice is committed to ensuring prejudice is eliminated, and equal rights for all citizens is maintained. According to the United States Department of Justice, the federal government receives over 75, 000 complaints regarding discrimination at workplaces annually (Skocpol, 2004). 
The United States has had several rights incorporated into the constitution since 1897 to 2010. American citizens have protection against taking private property without compensation, freedom of speech, freedom of press, freedom of assembly, freedom to exercise religion, the right to assistance of counsel, and the right to keep and bear arms. While citizens of some other countries can face prosecution for criticizing the government, the United States guarantees its citizens the right to express personal opinions (“The Constitution of the United States”).

Paraguay is a constitutional republic with a population of approximately seven million people. The country has experienced a turbulent political history with a tradition of political authoritarianism over the past decades. In 2008, the sixty-one years of one-party rule came to an end when Fernando Lugo, of Patriotic Alliance for Change, was elected to be president. According to the constitution of Paraguay “All the inhabitants of the Republic are equal in dignity and rights” (Paraguay's Constitution of 1992, Chapter III, Article 46). Chapter III of Paraguay’s constitution provides for the equality of civil, political, social, economic, and cultural rights for all citizens and minorities. 

In a report on the implementation of the Agreement on Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights, Amnesty International (2014) records that Paraguay has no concrete measures in place for the effective implementation of Articles 46 to 48 of the constitution. Although the Paraguayan Constitution prohibits discrimination, the Republic doesn’t yet have specific legislations which aim at overturning the practices and customs of discrimination. Amnesty International (2014) further records that Paraguay has “no legal framework for either taking proactive measures towards promoting equality or for requiring that any de-facto discrimination is addressed” (Pg. 5). The United States, on the contrary, has the Department of Justice which ensures the civil rights are enforced as required. Although there are stil reports of discrimination cases in the United States, the federal government through the Department of Justice ensures all the victims face the law and are prosecuted accordingly.  

In May 2007, a draft anti-discrimination law prepared by several civil society organizations was tabled in Paraguayan Senate. The law clearly outlined and highlighted what constitutes discrimination with respect to the International human rights standards. The draft was discussed in November 2014 and rejected by the Senate (Amnesty International, 2014). A human rights report indicates several human rights cases of abuse occurred during the election years including unlawful killings, intimidation of journalists by crime groups, discrimination, and violence against women. LGBT persons, persons with disabilities, and indigenous persons. Although the government of Paraguay took steps to prosecute and punish some of the officials, it shows that violation of civil rights still remains prevalent (United States Department of State, 2014).
Public policies, programs, and social net system in protecting the rights and welfare of its citizenry
The United States social welfare policy is quite comprehensive and complex compared to other states and can be attributed to the influence of several cultures. The United States Constitution outlines a federal system in that states vest some functions in the national government (DiNitto & Johnson, 2015). The states across the nation have the responsibility for the social welfare of its citizens through most part of the country’s history. However, changes came in when a raft of federal programs was ushered in. Beginning in the 1980s, more welfare responsibility was returned to the States, a process known as devolution. Clinton’s administration furthered the devolution process when it signed the PRWORA (Skocpol, 2004). 
The environmental policy is one of the key public policies which is responsible for addressing and regulating activities which impact the environment. The main objective of the act is to ensure the environment is protected for the welfare of the current and future generations. The energy policy ensures issues of the production, distribution, and consumption of energy are addressed (DiNitto & Johnson, 2015). The government through the Department of Energy ensures the Country’s security and prosperity through transformative technological solutions. The energy policy primarily is intended to ensure a Clean Energy Economy, making American homes more energy efficient, ensuring energy sustainability, and maintaining efficiency standards. The United States has a drug policy whose aim is to ensure the establishment of policies to eradicate drug trafficking, drug-related criminal activities, health consequences related to drug use, and the manufacturing of drugs (DiNitto & Johnson, 2015).
All American citizens have the right to education. The United States has an education policy which aims at cultivating a skilled workforce, teaching cultural literacy, and preparing children for citizenship (DiNitto & Johnson, 2015). The United States has several welfare programs which have contributed largely to the reduction of poverty across the nation. Through social welfare programs such as food stamps, earned income tax credits, social security, and unemployment benefits, the nation has been able to improve the lives of many Americans. According to the Kasperkevic (2014), the poverty rate for American citizens aged sixty-five and older would be about 40 percent if the social security program wasn’t in place.
Data by Pew Charitable Trusts show that programs such as food stamps help millions of Americans put food on the table. The official United States poverty rate is 14.5 percent and equivalent of about 45.3 million people (Kasperkevic, 2014).). Without social security programs, the poverty rate for U.S citizens aged sixty-five and older would be 52.67 percent rather than the present 14.6 percent. The incidence of poverty would be 17.1 percent if the food stamp programs weren't in existence. Tax credits have reduced the child poverty rate to 19.9 percent. Although the United States still some of its citizens are still living in poverty or struggling to put food on the table, these programs contribute to the welfare of the country’s population (Kasperkevic, 2014; DiNitto & Johnson, 2015). 

The federal government supports several health services for those living in poverty, Women, Children, war veterans, and Native Americans. Medicare and Medicaid are health services programs which help in covering most medical costs for these people. The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act was signed into law on March 23, 2010, by the United States President (DiNitto & Johnson, 2015). The primary focus of the Affordable Care Act is to increase the coverage of health insurance and access to healthcare to all American citizens and legal immigrants. The law has since transformed the public and private health insurance coverage, the operation of health care markets in the United States. Health care is more affordable, health insurance more accessible, and medical care financing has been made possible for the Americans (DiNitto & Johnson, 2015). 

The Government of Paraguay has in the recent years embarked on development strategies and plans aimed at addressing some of the most crucial problems in the country and providing a new structure for equitable development. The development measures are purposefully for stimulating public investments, create employment opportunities as well as increase expenditure towards the marginalized and poor families. Paraguay has made notable progress in confronting poverty and social inequality since the transitioning of the country into a democracy (Imas, 2011). Poverty and the welfare of the citizens have been one of the leading issues on the public agenda since then and has led to the development of social protection and promotion programs. 

Unlike the United States, Paraguay doesn’t have a truly integrated pension system although there are several public and private entities which offer coverage to different groups of workers. The coverage provided is funded or financed through an individual capitalist regime. Across the Latin America, Paraguay has the lowest rate of coverage as far as social security and pensions is concerned (Imas, 2011). In 2008, the country’s pension system only covered about 13 percent of the working population in Paraguay. The public health system doesn’t have a universal coverage due to lack of public funds. Paraguay still has the lowest spending on the health sector across Latin America. Although the country has had increased health care coverage over time, there are still great gaps and inequalities in public health care access (Higgins, Lustig, Ramirez, & Swanson, 2013). Paraguay offers a pension for senior citizens living in poverty exactly similar to what is done by the United States. Other pensions include disability pensions, veterans of the Chaco War pensions and subsidies, and pensions for heirs of police and military killed in action (Higgins, Lustig, Ramirez, & Swanson, 2013).
According to the National census report, only 23.4 percent of the country’s population had medical insurance in 2010. This is the lowest proportion in Latin America and is not any close to that of the United States. Although about 15.4 percent of the American population were without health insurance as of 2012, medical care has been made affordable, and the numbers are reducing. Healthcare in Paraguay has however expanded ever since public health care charges were eliminated. The 1992 constitution promotes health as an essential human right for all Paraguayan citizens (Imas, 2011).
The implementation of the Saso Pyahu system from 2012 as part of the Public Policy for Social Development (2010-2020) has contributed to improved efficiency in social protection policies which help in dealing with the multidimensional aspects of poverty (Imas, 2011). Part of the Saso Pyahu system is the Namab’apo Paraguay Programme, which promotes decent labor and ensures improved skills for those living in poverty and extreme poverty. An important distinguishing factor between the United States and Paraguay is that the later has food security and malnutrition as key challenges linked to poverty and social development (Imas, 2011). The Namba’apo Paraguay Programme is quite similar to the unemployment benefits program of the United States since it focuses on the population is situations of socio-economic vulnerability and unemployment or underemployment. According to the UNICEF, 14.2 percent of children in Paraguay suffered from chronic malnutrition in 2005 (Higgins, Lustig, Ramirez, & Swanson, 2013). Similar to the food stamps program in the United States, Paraguay created the Nutrition and Food Assistance Programme in 2005 with the aim of reducing malnutrition among poor children and pregnant women by delivering food and vitamins to them. 
Tekopora is a conditional cash transfer program for families living in extreme poverty. It’s the largest and most widely used social program in Paraguay. Through the program, approximately 84, 000 poor families receive monthly cash transfers of between $2.22 to $3.69 PPP per day. Abrazo is another social program which targets street children aiming at reducing poverty, providing integrated health, education, and protection of the children (Imas, 2011). 
Paraguay doesn’t have an effective official welfare system compared to that of the United States. However, private income transfers have played a significant role in reducing extreme poverty. Without these private income transfers, about 25 percent of the country’s population would be in poverty instead of the current 20.5 percent. Paraguay should develop target programs that will benefit the poor citizens. These should cut across generalized subsidy programs, improving education quality and coverage, and offering better and affordable primary health care (Imas, 2011; Higgins, S., Lustig, Ramirez, & Swanson, 2013). 
Citizen engagements in socio-political issues and the economic system
The U.S constitution provides for various bill of rights with equal political voice and a democratically responsive government being some of the most cherished ideals. However, the country’s ideals are threatened by an era of persistent and rising inequalities. The country is experiencing a disparity in income, wealth, and access to opportunities. Skocpol, (2004) argues that the “American society has become both more and less equal in recent decades” (Pg. 4). The United States society has become more integrated beyond the past barriers of discrimination and racism that existed. There is a gap not only between the poor and the rich but also between managers, business owners, and privileged professionals. According to Skocpol (2004), there are concerns and worries among the American citizens about the disparities of participation, voice, and responsiveness by the government. Compared to past decades citizens are less likely to trust the government to “do the right thing” (Skocpol, 2004, Pg.5). Only a few citizens from the more advantaged groups exercise their rights fully. Americans who have succeeded in their occupations and businesses, those with higher incomes, as well as those with the highest levels of formal education are the ones who are likely to participate in political issues. This group of individuals is able to present its needs and values known to the government officials (Skocpol, 2004).


Income disparities in the United States have become so high such that America’s top 10 percent average approximately nine times as much as the rest 90 percent. According to the Center for Equitable Growth, the top 1 percent of the Americans average more than thirty-eight times more income than the bottom 90 percent while the top 0.1 percent Americans take in about 184 times the income of the bottom ninety percent (“Income Inequality”). 
Voting is one of America’s widespread form of citizen participation in political issues. The state engages its citizens through electoral participation although turnout in elections has decreased in the recent years (Dalton, 2008). Involvement in election campaigns remains a common practice in the U.S. Furthermore, most Americans today make efforts to directly contact the elected officials. Despite the inequalities of political voice by the citizens, there are many contemporary advocacy groups whose focus is on public values and social rights of the people. Through the growing numbers of interest groups, the formerly marginalized Americans have gained voice while on the other hand the dominance of the advantaged groups has solidified. More American citizens are working with local or informal community groups to address the existing problems (Dalton, 2008). 
The United States’ economic system comprises of a command economy and a free market economy hence referred to as a mixed economy. However, its economy is more of a free market than a command economy (Thomas & Carson, 2014). The United States economy is comprised of labor organizations, individual people, businesses, and social institutions. The American economic system is also characterized as a market system due to the fact that it’s controlled by the market. The producers and consumers usually meet at the market to exchange their commodities or services. The interaction at the market is what drives prices of goods in the United States. This is contrary to many other countries across the world where the government is responsible for setting prices for certain goods or services (Thomas & Carson, 2014). The U.S economic system is considered a mixed system because of the government involvement in regulating and guiding the country’s economy. Privately owned business organizations or enterprises and the American government both play a significant role in the economy. America has a free-enterprise system which emphasizes private ownership. Private business firms are responsible for the production of most goods and services while about 65 percent of America’s total economic output is bought by individuals for personal use and the other 35 percent goes to the government and business (Thomas & Carson, 2014). 
Despite decreased formal political participation by the Paraguayan citizens through elections, civic engagement in different forms has been increasing over the past decades. The country’s constitution provides for the freedom of speech which has contributed significantly to the expansion and innovation within the society (Belasen, & Toma, 2015). There has been increased mobilization of popular sector organizations and protests are nowadays accepted as a commonplace practice. Acuerdo Ciudadano is a coalition that comprises of close to one hundred civil society organizations mainly Non-governmental organizations, youth groups, business associations, and religious representatives. The aim of the coalition is to push for democracy, reforms, anti-corruption initiatives, and economic development policies (Moseley, 2015; Belasen, & Toma, 2015). 
Similar to the United States, social involvement in Paraguay is anchored predominantly around local community groups which address local problems. Paraguay has experienced a long period of dictatorship (1954-1989) which has contributed largely to the high poverty and inequality issues (Belasen, & Toma, 2015). The past political situation seems to be one of the leading reasons for the popular disenchantment with politics by the public hence the less participation in political issues (Moseley, 2015). This is contrary to the conditions in the United States whereby reduced electoral participation is as a result of inequality factors. 
With a population of approximately 7 million people, Paraguay’s economic system is a market economy and highly depends on agricultural products. Nearly 50 percent of Paraguay’s workers engage in agricultural activities and forestry while a very small percentage is employed in industry and mining (Higgins et al. 2013). On the contrary, the United States economy has its natural resources as the leading ingredient to its economic system. While Paraguay’s economy relies primarily on agriculture, the United States is rich in minerals apart from the fertile agricultural land.
Assessment of the degree of democracy, justice, and equality 
Democracy is an essential function of any state and ensures the citizens enjoy their civil, cultural, economic, social, and political rights. As a matter of fact, it goes hand in hand with an effective, honest, and transparent government which is elected or chosen in a free and fair way and is accountable the management of public affairs. Anderson (2007) notes that the United States has shifted “from an equality to an advocacy standard of fair educational opportunity” (Pg. 1). The state is not only providing equal educational inputs to both the poor and rich children, but it’s also advocating for the disadvantaged. The legal institutions and policy makers have tried to make all students to be educated to “at least an adequate threshold of achievement” (Anderson, 2007).
The United States can be said to be both a republic and democracy since it befits both definitions of the two words. The United States is a representative democracy whereby its citizens have the right to vote their preferred leaders or government officials both at the State and local level. Voting rights of the American citizens are protected by the Voting Rights Act of 1965 (“The Constitution of the United States”). Since the signing into law of the Voting Right Act, the United States has made notable strides in bringing to an end racial barriers to voting. This has resulted in a greater participation of its population in the elections and a significant increase in the election of people from diverse ethnic and racial groups into public offices including the president. The Department of Justice or any American citizen can challenge a voting exercise in federal court in the event of instances of discrimination happen (“The Constitution of the United States”). 
The Constitution’s Bill of Rights, along with the Thirteenth, Fourteenth, and Fifteenth amendments are vital in the protection of the rights of the citizens. The Civil Rights Act of 1964 prohibits any form of discrimination by race, color, gender, sexual orientation and age (“The Constitution of the United States”). Thirty years ago it wouldn’t have been possible to have an African American as president. The United States Department of Justice ensures that the civil rights of every citizen are protected, and equality is enhanced across the nation. The United States as a republic is committed to protecting the individual freedoms, fairness, and equality of its citizens before the law and human dignity (“The Constitution of the United States”). 
Americans have the freedom of expression and speech. The government ensures none of its citizens is punished, penalized or prosecuted upon peacefully expressing their views in the public sphere even if the aired views are critical of the government (“The Constitution of the United States”). Unlike many other states, the United States has a free, thriving, and diverse independent press. The United States law also provides for the protection against and remedies for any form of discrimination for persons with disabilities. The Americans with Disability Act of 1990 was the first national civil rights legislation in the world that ensured discrimination against the disabled persons is prohibited. The act was amended in 2008 to provide for broader protection (“The Constitution of the United States”). 
Although the Paraguayan Constitution provides for equality of all citizens, the nation doesn’t have any concrete measures for the effective implementation of the provisions of the constitution. Unlike the United States, Paraguay doesn’t have a strong judicial system or a specific legislation that aims to overturn discriminatory practices and customs (Basabe‐Serrano, 2015). Paraguay, therefore, doesn’t have an organized legal framework responsible for taking proactive measure in an effort to promote equality in the country. Most Indigenous people is Paraguay are affected by discriminatory practices since there is no specific legislation to eliminate the practices (United States Department of State, 2014). The degree of equality and justice in Paraguay is way low compared to that of the United States. Paraguay doesn’t have a comprehensive policy and lacks sufficient institutional capacity that can guarantee the rights of the minorities (United States Department of State, 2014). After more than thirty years of authoritarian rule, Paraguay established a democratic regime in 1989. 
Democratic mechanisms have been promoted since then to this date. When Fernando Lugo took over as the president in 2008, he ensured a greater participation of the civil society in the political issues. He also promoted a more equitable distribution of wealth across the nation, unlike his predecessors. In 2013, Paraguay celebrated democracy when Horacio Cartes was elected as president (Basabe‐Serrano, 2015).
While the judicial system in the United States is committed to ensuring equality and justice to all, the efficiency of the Paraguayan Judicial system faces institutionalized corruption meaning justice is never realized for the citizens. The judiciary in Paraguay faces significant influence externally from individuals. These people influence investigations, prosecutors, and even judges. The lack of transparency and accountability by the judiciary has led to inefficiencies in the delivery of justice and promotion of equality in the nation (Basabe‐Serrano, 2015). 
Degree of Corruption and Corporate Social Responsibilities
Corruption doesn’t only happen in developing countries. According to the Corporate Crime Reporter (2004), over 10, 000 government officials were convicted of acts of official corruption between 1990 and 2002. The acts of corruption included fraud, obstruction of justice, conflict of interest, and campaign-finance violations. In 2004, governors of both Connecticut and New Jersey had to resign after they were alleged to have been involved in corrupt practices (Corporate Crime Reporter, 2004). States such as New Jersey have a long history of political corruption. The Casino industry in the United States has always been linked to political corruption. Palmer (2010) notes that eleven individuals in Alabama including four state senators were indicted for corruption charges which relate to gambling legislation.
Glaeser and Saks (2006) argue that the level of corruption in the United States has a weak correlation with racial fractionalization and the level of income inequality. According to Transparency International results on the corruption perceptions Index, the United States scored 73, 74 and 76 in 2013, 2014 and 2015 respectively. The rankings are usually done on a scale of 0 (high corruption) to 100 (Very Clean) (Transparency International, 2016). Transparency International (2016) applauds the increased exposure of corruption cases in the United States meaning the county’s judicial system is committed to the fight against corruption. The Constitution prohibits any form of corruption and the United States government has empowered it’s institutions to fight against these cases. The United States is one of the leading nations in the fight against corruption in the world.
While the United States ranked position sixteen in corruption perceptions index in 2015, Paraguay stands at position one hundred and thirty. Transparency International indicates that Paraguay had a corruption perception index of 24 and 27 in 2014 and 2015 respectively (“Transparency International”). The fight against corruption in Paraguay has been quite slow due to political instability since 1989 when Alfredo Stroessner’s regime came to an end. In 2003, Paraguay ranked 4th from last on Transparency International’s Corruption Perception Index (Transparency International, 2004). The principle forms of corruption that have prevailed over the years include bribes, influence peddling, conflict of interest, nepotism, embezzlement, extortion, and patronage. According to Transparency International (2016), Paraguay ranked 130 out of 168 countries and is the second most corrupt nation in South America after Venezuela.
The World Governance Indicators show that Paraguay performs below the lowest fifty percentile on all the six indicators and lies in the lowest fifteen percentile for control for corruption (Kaufmann & Kray, 2015). According to a 2013 Global Corruption Barometer (GCB) survey, at least 36 percent of the participants indicated that they had been involved in bribery of some form while 61 percent thought that corruption had worsened in their country (Transparency International, 2013). Paraguay has most of its current problems with corruption emanate from the widespread Judicial corruption since cases languish in courts for years without resolution and offenses are often not punished due to influence by the political class (Freedom House, 2015). Unlike the United States, Paraguay applies pre-detention on a regular basis to extort citizens into making confessions to crimes. These pre-detention periods can last for up to six months (United States Department of State, 2014). All the sectors of the state and business are affected by corruption in Paraguay.
Companies in the United States aren’t heavily regulated as it is the case in other developed countries. Corporate social responsibility isn’t a regulatory compliance issue, but it’s viewed from a moral and social choice perspective. It’s, therefore, the responsibility of a company to adopt business practices that are sustainable so as to people and the society benefit (Corbett & Kappagoda, 2013). Corporate activities in the United States go beyond legal, workplace, and environmental issues to those activities which enhance the external reputation of the company. Companies define and interpret their own view or perception of responsible business within the company’s context. It is worth noting that US companies have been able to promote and measure activities with a greater freedom compared to their international counterparts. Some companies define corporate social responsibilities as philanthropic giving while others go for business activities which range from sourcing raw materials to employment practices (Corbett & Kappagoda, 2013). 

The primary drivers of Paraguay’s economy are the agricultural, retail, and construction sectors. Corporate responsibility initiatives started in Paraguay in the late 1990s. During this time, companies started channeling their philanthropic activities through civil society organizations. Corporate social responsibility in Paraguay, however, gained importance in the past decade through initiatives such as Ethical Trade Pact a program which incorporated corporate responsibility practices in SME’s (Arato, Speelman, & Van Huylenbroeck, 2016). Other programs include the Latin American Program of CSR and the Global Compact Network, which was established in 2008. There is a limited presence of the state in rural areas of Paraguay and companies take care of some of the population’s basic needs (Arato, Speelman, & Van Huylenbroeck, 2016). The government encourages private foreign investment guaranteeing equal treatment of the investors under the law. 
Implementations of the cultural and environmental literacy 


According to the National Environmental Education Act of 1990, the United States Environmental Protection Agency is required to offer national leadership in increasing environmental literacy. The state engages students across all grades in outdoor activities which are designed to improve cultural and environmental literacy (Sidiropoulos, 2014). An initiative such as the No Child Left Inside (NCLI) was launched in 2007 as a way of advancing the integration of environmental education in learning institutions across the United States. This initiative receives support from over 2,200 organizations from varied interests including education, business, faith, youth, and the environment. States throughout the nation have implemented Environmental Literacy Plans (ELPs) which set the framework that supports school systems for the expansion and improvement of Cultural and Environmental Education Programs. 
The United States is a multicultural nation hence the need to enhance or promote cultural literacy among its citizens. The teaching to cultural diversity in the US schools helps its students to acquire more knowledge not only about their cultures and that of others but also about their lives, experiences, and challenges of diverse ethnic and racial groups in the society. Culture has an impact on both the local and international business in the United States. Successful negotiations between business organizations don't only require technical proficiency but also needs an understanding of the context in which the negotiations are being done (Scranton, 2014). A cultural mismatch hinders the internal growth and decision-making of a business organization. The presence of many different cultures and natural resources in the United States makes the state’s commitment to ensuring cultural and environmental literacy. Today, learning institutions are applying culturally responsive teaching techniques. Improved cultural and environmental literacy has significantly led to better marketing strategies which attract consumers hence the growth of business organizations (Scranton, 2014). 
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
