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Early childhood professionals have a role in promoting the enhancement of knowledge to preschoolers and young children through devising resources that would improve their learning experiences (Black et al., 2017). Through a successful educational curriculum, children have the potential to grasp the necessary learning goals of gaining skills, disposition, feeling, and knowledge. Childhood educators can endeavor to promote the development of children through their school efforts, partnering with parents or utilizing the community resources by engaging parents (Black et al., 2017). As such, the resources go along in enhancing the child’s development as means of improving their learning capabilities and potentials within their immediate.

First, community resources play an essential role in the development of children in their early stages of growth. Community resources that can be utilized by educators in partnership with parents depend on the child's environment. One significant community resource that can be used is the US Forest Service (US Forest Service, 2017). The US Forest Service is an agency within the US Department of Agriculture. The organization offers various learning opportunities for individuals across the multiple parks and forestlands across the United States. Through the community resource, children can be engaged in outdoor activities through involving their parents (US Forest Service, 2017). The children can be assisted in identifying the living organisms such as plants, trees, and wildlife across the ecosystems. The community resource is essential for the learning as it is interactive providing a real-life experience for the children (US Forest Service, 2017).

As an educator, it would be essential to offer an opportunity to the children to travel through organizing trips that would enhance the children’s knowledge. The tours would also provide a hands-on experience to children and parents about nature thereby strengthening the children understanding of their need to engage in sustainable practices in promoting diversity (Pianta et al., 2014). Since children understand better what they see, they have the potential to learn a lot from the natural resources. Additionally, visiting the public libraries would offer children and parents an opportunity to learn from various readings in the areas (Pianta et al., 2014). As such, the aspect can promote the teacher's potential to introduce new topic through relating them to the real-life experiences.

Second, educators can utilize virtual resources through which they can share with parents. Educators can engage parents through enhancing their capacity to conduct online searches that would improve the children's interaction with the learning content. One virtual resource that can be shared with the parents is the joinvroom.org (Vroom, 2017). The virtual platform offers a variety of children information that endeavors to improve the brain development in children through their early years. The virtual platform provides for the integration of the shared moments through turning them into situations that promote improvement in knowledge capacity. The rationale for utilizing joinvroom.org resource lies on the fact that it presents several tools that can enhance children learning (Vroom, 2017). As such, both the parents and caregivers have the chance of improving knowledge in their children across different environments.


Through the joinvroom.org platform, children can watch various programs and engage directly with them as a means of increasing their knowledge (Vroom, 2017). For instance, there are fun activities such as counting that can improve their counting abilities. As an educator, it would be essential to integrate the resource into the curriculum for an improved learning experience. Again, the learning material provides an opportunity for the educator to locate specific activities that the child can be engaged thereby enhancing their adaptability to the customized sources of information (Vroom, 2017). Thus, an educator has the potential to involve the children together with their parents in imparting the right content on the learners. Since the tool offers an online platform to engage children, facilitators have a potential to incorporate technology into the learning situations (Vroom, 2017). At home, parents would be encouraged to indulge their children in the learning activities.

Furthermore, educators have the potential to utilize virtual resources within the classroom to enhance child development. The First-School Preschool Activities and Crafts (Pianta et al., 2017), is a virtual tool that educators can use in providing early education for children. The resource offers not only means through which the educator can make their lesson plans but also crafts that are printable for the preschool-aged children. Additionally, the tool enhances to engage the learners by providing them with the opportunity to increase their ability to participate in craft activities that improve their hands-on experiences and skills (Pianta et al., 2017). As an educator, it is crucial to print out the crafts and let the children fill them on their own. Again, pinning the crafts to the wall would increase the children's mastery capabilities as they can often refer to them each time they are within the classroom. Further, the educator can provide the children with an assignment through the printable activities where they can improve their learning (Pianta et al., 2017). The resources offer a reinforcement mechanism that enhances the children enjoyment of their learning sessions within the classroom and learning institutions.
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
