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In many situations, social science deals with how individuals relate to each other within the society. It explains how the society works through our relationships. Elsewhere, criminal justice deals with the practices through which enhance social control through deterring crimes and sanctioning criminals (Surette, 2015). The criminal justice thus endeavors to maintain social control within the society. As such, the social science and criminal justice are related to human relationships and means through which they can improve their lifestyles through alleviating suffering (Surette, 2015).

Nevertheless, the practitioners within the criminal justice personnel have failed to adopt the use of social science research in performing their activities of upholding justice. First, it is evident that social science only assesses the psychological aspect of individuals and how the behavior is influenced by their courses of action (Haggerty, 2016). Social science thus argues that criminal activities are either inborn or have progressed over time thereby becoming habitual characters. As such, social science highlights that the behavior is often hard to resolve the behavior of individuals (Haggerty, 2016). However, criminal justice recognizes that criminal behavior indeed exists within the society and the only means of reducing the wrongdoings is only through apprehending, punishing and rehabilitating the wrongdoers.

Additionally, social science involves human behavior through a scientific perspective by looking at measurable attributes in human character leaving out the immeasurable traits (Surette, 2015). However, criminal justice comprises both the qualitative and the quantitative aspects of humans engaged in illegal activities (Haggerty, 2016). Since the criminal justice aspects require a comprehensive set of ideas to handle criminal cases, social science would reduce its scope. As such, social justice not only limits the range of criminal justice but also reduces the means through which illegal activities within the society can be reduced in achieving a comfortable society (Surette, 2015).

Opportunities and Challenges

Criminal justice administrators have an imperative role in the 21st century in dealing with criminal offenders. The administrators in many instances are often called upon to investigate crime and provide conclusive evidence regarding a particular situation (Stojkovic et al., 2015). As such, their role within the criminal justice is crucial to the success of apprehending suspects and delivering justice to individuals. In performing their duties, the criminal justice personnel have several opportunities and challenges that they face while dealing with criminal cases.

First, the criminal justice administrators have an opportunity to further their studies and education in light of the changing nature of the criminal activities. Several nations across the world accord the security personnel a chance to enhance their knowledge and expertise in dealing with illegal issues. Due to the dynamic nature of the crimes, it is essential for the staff to improve their awareness and education on coping with occurring problems (Stojkovic et al., 2015). Also, the criminal justice personnel has an opportunity through collaborating with other security agencies in speeding up the process of delivering justice and reducing crime across the society (Stojkovic et al., 2015).

However, there are several challenges that they face in the course of their duty. First, they face a challenge of ensuring that they not only work within the precincts of the law but also uphold the rights of the individuals in custody. The rights of the individuals often vary depending on the stage of prosecution of the criminal until they are found guilty of a particular offense. Additionally, there is an alarming trend in the rise of criminal activities across America. As such, the administrators have to confront the growing challenges in light of cyber security through swift action that should enhance public safety at all times.
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
