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Reflection on Reanimating the Universe
While reading the critique written by Bai regarding the perception provided by Plato’s logocentric, and how his worldview can result to the erosion of landscape from individual priorities (Bai 140). I cannot help but contemplate the different ways I can view and comprehend the link between nature and science. Bai describes the human perception about the world. From her book, she describes humans as difficult while trying to understand the conscious part of our human mind.
