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What is the significance of the Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka decision?
The Brown versus Board of Topeka court ruling had a huge impact on the lives of the black Americans but in a negative way. After the ruling of the case in 1954, the principals and black teachers were negatively affected through the loss of jobs. The court ruling also made the black superintendents to lose their jobs. The blacks were therefore deprived of the chance to earn a living and thereby affecting their lives in a negative way (Tillman 8). The court ruling therefore led to a loss of expertise amongst the blacks and further led to a disturbance of their cultural works (Tillman 19).
The fact that the court ruling led to a spread in racism is supported by the fact that the judges together with the witnesses failed to take into consideration the rights of the black students. In addition, the court did not therefore defend their rights to a non-racist curriculum and texts. The events set the way for 25 years of sacrifice that was fronted by the black educators in southern America (Samuel 217).

In conclusion, it is palpable that the court ruling affected the lives of black people in a negative way. The black educators were the most affected by the ruling. This is because of the fact that it led to the loss of jobs and consequent high rate of unemployment amongst the blacks. The loss of jobs amongst the educators was so significant since it led to a decline in the economic, cultural and social status of the black community in the United States.
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
