
Persuasive Presentation Guidelines

Basic requirements:
To develop and present to the class an original, 5- to 8-minute speech to persuade using the Monroe Motivated

Sequence organizational format. Citing a minimum of six _______________________sources.

Topics appropriate for persuasion include: a practice contributing to the common good of society; the changing or adoption of habits for good health; whether to participate in activities for personal or community enrichment; the addressing of student concerns; or the support or rejection of an issue or public policy.

It is vital that you select a topic you believe in and about which you are enthusiastic. This will make your preparation and presentation meaningful to both you and your audience.

Consider your audience feedback questionnaires as you prepare. Your goal is to move your audience to your side        of the fence.

Six (6) sources, at least one visual aid (no videos), and use of presentation software (Power Point or Prezi) are required. 

The rough draft of your persuasive speech outline for in class peer review is due 


 and must follow our standard outline format.

The final draft of your persuasive speech outline is due on the day you present (late outlines are not accepted)

Speech is to be delivered extemporaneously using keyword note cards.

Extemporaneous (spoken with careful preparation but not written out or memorized) delivery style is expected.

Monroe Motivated Sequence

(adapted from: The Art of Public Speaking by Stephen Lucas 12th edition, 321-322)
1. ATTENTION: First, gain the attention of your audience using: a story, quote, startling statistic, startling statement, etc.

2. NEED: Next, make the audience feel the need for change by clearly presenting the problem.

3. SATISFACTION: Having aroused a sense of need, you satisfy it by providing a solution to the problem.

4. VISUALIZATION: Having given your plan, you intensify the desire to adopt it by visualizing its benefits.

5. ACTION: Once the audience is convinced that your policy is beneficial, you are ready to call for action. State your plan of action, then conclude with a final stirring appeal that reinforces their commitment to act.

Title: Contaminated Water: The Necessary Evil

Specific Purpose: To persuade my audience to take a stand against the water crisis that is consuming areas of the world. 

Central Idea: The simple, natural need for hydration has become a lethal killer in some parts of the world due to contaminated water; but there are a few easy steps you can do to prevent these deaths and become a part of the solution. 

Attention: Grace was walking the two and a half miles to Lake Victoria in Uganda to collect the water needed by her family for the evening. It is almost evening and every forming shadow seems to scream as Grace quickly approaches the lake. She wades in the water, all senses peeked for the slightest noise to signal a hippo, crocodile, or snake’s arrival. Once her forty pound can is full she immediately turns back to the path towards home. But she would not walk over her home threshold the same fourteen-year-old girl who walked out of it. Grace was raped on the lonely path by four men. Her sister Sarah was also raped on the same path, alone, in the dark not soon after. Both young women gave birth to children and were forced to mature into adulthood unnaturally soon. All because they did not have access to clean water. (good way to let audience know other ways water can affect people)

Need: The water millions of people drink daily is poisoning their bodies, not nurturing them, because of the bacteria with which it has been infiltrated.  

1. Grace and Sarah’s stories are not the first of their kind. Countless women have suffered from predators, rape from men or attacks from animals, on their walk to provide water for their families. Water that is not even clean. (Where?)
2. The future of communities is being obliterated by the death of its youth because of unclean water. (“Diseases from dirty water kills more people every year than all forms of violence including war. 43% of those deaths are children under 5 years old.” (Charity Water))
3. 650 million people do not have access to clean water (Water Aid America). 
4. Not just about drinking safe water, total lack of proper sanitation. (Imagine washing yourself with no soap, and water that has urine and excretions mixed into itself. Plus, you walked 6-8 hours to gather that water.   In the heat and desert. Not a rewarding system is it? Oh, and you have no toilet or running water by the way. Welcome to the daily life of 650 million people.) (what efforts or lack or efforts have there been)
5. The world water crisis is majorly ignored. (Nvm lol)
Satisfaction: People are taking a stand and refusing to let unclean water cripple the world even further.

1. Companies like UNICEF (have brought water to 2.6 billion people) and Charity Water (have brought water to 6,400,000 people) are making major dents in the world water crisis. 
a. UNICEF: UNICEF Tap Project
b. Charity Water: 
i. Donate monthly
ii. Donate $30 to bring clean water to one person
iii. Sponsor/partially sponsor a water project
iv. Pledge your birthday
v. Fundraise by doing something crazy and creative
vi. Purchase some merchandise (it’s that easy & 100% of the funds sponsor water projects)
2. Field Solutions:
a. Hand-dug wells
b. Drilled wells
c. Rainwater catchments
d. Gravity fed systems
e. Piped systems
f. Water purification systems
g. BioSand filters 
h. Spring Protections
i. Latrines
3. “The craziest thing we can do is nothing” (Charity Water). 
Visualization: Why invest all of this time and money into a problem that does not directly affect me? What good will it do? 

1. “The water crisis is the #1 global risk based on impact to society (as a measure of devastation) . . .” (Water.org)
2. increase education
3. increase sanitation and health
4. increase economics 
5. decrease death 
6. eliminate water-caused diseases
Action: Be a part of the solution, do not ignore the voices of humans which will be silenced forever because of unclean water, something you have 100% access to every day of every year. 

1. Instead of receiving gifts for your birthday, give the gift of clean water and quite literally save lives by fundraising for a water project (trust me, it is more exciting and satisfying than any present). 
2. Be conscious and grateful for your access to pure water, never take it for granted.
