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Albert Einstein coined the phrase in which he expressed that both science and religion are interrelated concepts that have to function in a complementary manner. In the quote, Albert Einstein was referring to the aspect of association between the two concepts in the real-life situation in which the scientists tied their affiliations to religious beliefs. On the other hand, the religion derived most of its concepts from the scientific and philosophical basis. As such, Albert Einstein endeavored to express the relationship between science and religion across different societies that enhanced the need to integrate them into the mainstream society carefully (Taber, 2013). Since Albert Einstein did not want to create conflict between the scientists and the religious community, he intertwined his concept to provide a rationale for looking at both notions with careful thought. 
Though the phrase has attracted extensive support from the scientists, it is evident that the religious community has significantly criticized the concept owing to their attribution of the Supreme Being (Nieto et al., 2015). Those opposing the concept have often argued that science and religion are different in a variety of ways. The proponents of the distinction between science and religion have often argued that science deals with the natural world while religion deals with both the physical and the supernatural circumstances. Nevertheless, it is evident that both science and religion share a broad range of similarities in enhancing their arguments and associating their attributions. Additionally, scientists have often asserted their arguments relating to the methodological naturalism that explains scientific concepts without questioning or making any comments about the existence of the supernatural entities (Hanley et al., 2014).

First, indeed science and religion are related in their sociocultural endeavors across different groups within the society. Whereas science deals with the empirical reasoning and substantial evidence concerning a particular phenomenon, religion enhances the explanation through providing revelation and strengthening faith through promoting the sacredness in the study of the universe (Taber, 2013). Science deals with the study of the universe through provable facts that can be measured and valued against certain parameters. On the other hand, religion is related to science as it explains the association of different concepts by attributing the explanation of the universe to conviction and supernatural courses (Bond & Lun, 2017). Before the enhancement of scientific and technical innovations across the world, the various aspects of scientific revolution were often realized through religious traditions within the society (Taber, 2013). Thus, there is considerable evidence regarding the association between science and religion in the previous scientific revolutionary periods. Early scientists relied heavily on the religious practices to design and enhance their concepts. With the religious affiliation, it is evident that science and religion were previously intertwined in explaining most of the world's ideas (Taber, 2017).

Additionally, it is evident that most of the scientific concepts can be traced back in the ancient prehistoric periods. Although science places an initial argument of life forms evolving from small chemical substances, there are evident gaps within the scientific arguments. Religion entirely explains how life started through the creation and progressed through procreation. However, religion fails to account for the process of recreation (Hanley et al., 2014). Science explains the concept of reproduction within the human body. Science explores the explanation of survival right from when a child is in the womb which is not justified by religion. Further, it is important to recognize that in the previous concepts advanced by evolution were merely about the struggle for existence. However, religion has furthered the development of the evolutionary ideas across the field of science. 
Moreover, the current scientific concepts have been inclined their explanation through the religious contexts in a bid to realize and explain the relationship between the two different but related perceptions. Whereas religion is unclear about the progression of the life forms from their conception, science furthers that argument to explain their development and even proposes the best practices for enhancing the life forms from their tender ages (Bond & Lun, 2017). As such, religion and science complement each other in articulating the process of growth and development that has resulted in the current life forms. 

Again, both religion and science enhance explanation of certain concepts within their scope regarding their sources of affiliations. For instance, various religious outfits such as Christians, Muslims, Hindus, and Buddhists express their belief in miracles that are highlighted in their religious books. They underscore the role of their supernatural creator as being part of the reason for the occurrence of the situations. On the other hand, scientists appreciate that the function of the supernatural being in performing the miracles (Nieto et al., 2015). However, science adds to the knowledge of the wonders by putting up a sensible argument about their occurrence. Science provides a humanistic explanation about forces that act against the conventional force of nature to produce such phenomena (Taber, 2017). Thus, science enhances the religious arguments of miracles as actions that often ignore the laws of nature and act as deviance. 
Also, science is faced with metaphysical problems that can only be solved through the religious contexts. It is evident that science thrives through an explanation of concepts. However, there are points that science fails to explain a particular situation due to the limits of its critical abilities. For instance, science faces the question of explaining why the universe itself exists. Science is unable to account for the existence of space-time within the theoretical context leaving religion to account for the rationale for the existence of the universe (Taber, 2017). As such, religion compliments science in explaining its inadequacies and enhancing its role within the theoretical context. Albert Einstein concept of the lame science without religion is described in situations where there is no scientific rationale for particular circumstances. Religions spice the knowledge thereby adding up on the scientific rationale of certain concepts. 
Furthermore, science can ascertain and verify certain religious claims. There is evidence that in circumstances where religion asserts specific claims about the world, their predictions are often in line with the scientific investigations. For instance, the Judeo-Christian faith states that God created the universe out of nothing which is dated over the past period (Nieto et al., 2015). For many religions, there is the belief that the heavens and earth were created in the beginning. Science explains that there was nothing in the universe. John Barrow and Frank Tipler who were physicists asserted that indeed at the beginning of creation, there was nothing and hence the start of the process of creation was possible (Nieto et al., 2015). Science verifies the religious attributions about the non-existence of any matter in the universe.

Indeed, the scientific and religious interconnections highlight to further Albert Einstein’s claim of an integrated association between the two fields. As such, it would be imperative to highlight the direct link in promoting the rationale of the two concepts given that most of their justifications endeavor to support the arguments of each side despite the various distinctions in their case. Therefore, it is essential to assert Einstein's argument about the need to encompass both divides of the argument in promoting both science and religion within the modern contexts of rationalizing facts.
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
