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Indeed, water is an essential commodity for all persons across the entire globe. However, several people fail to obtain clean and safe water around the globe. What stands out for me is that over 3.5 million people fail to access clean and reliable water for their households every year across the world and thus several individuals die of water-related diseases around the world (Ritter, 2018: Living on One, 2013).  It is evident that not only any people need and utilize the water for their own needs but also many people waste the excess due to inadequate reliable service supply systems to the middle and low-income earners across the world. As such, many people fail to obtain water services due to the inefficiencies of the water service providers across cities in the world (Living on one, 2013).

Owing to the water problem across the world, I tend to align with the conflict theory that highlights the various needs of the populations for the limited water resources (Hogg, 2016). Many individuals are continuously utilizing water for different needs as opposed to the needs of the typical communities of drinking, bathing, and washing across the people. While others need for agricultural purposes, others need it for irrigations and industrial purposes creating needs conflicts for the water needs (Hogg, 2016).
As a sociologist studying global water shortage, it would be essential, to begin with, Mexico as one of the largest cities in South America that imports close to half of the water that it utilizes in its daily consumption. Over 21 million individuals are forced to obtain water from additional sources that fail to provide safe and clean accessible water to individuals across the world (Ritter, 2018). Close to half of the water in Mexico originates from other sources away from its largest city, Mexico. As an individual problem, the city has improved other methods of water extraction from desalinization and water supply over the period as a way of supplementing the other water sources (Ritter, 2018).
