Paragraph Task
Introduction
Every author wishes to convey a message to his intended audience. It is amazing how the same message can be addressed in distinct ways depending on the audience for which it is intended. The tone, jargon and rhetorical appeals are some of the elements that may be varied in order to suit the needs of different audiences, as well as the rhetorical situations. In view of this, I will demonstrate how these elements may be varied by altering a paragraph on Donald Trump’s rhetoric that I had written previously in academic work.
Previous Paragraph
Trump uses pathos to “denote arguments to the audiences’ compassion or to evoke their emotions” (Ko, 2015). Association of Mexicans with every negative thing that pervades America is an exemplary use of pathos because it not only conforms to the existing prejudices but also triggers feelings such as anger and contempt. These feelings can also be seen through the tautology and negative connotations such as ‘problems,’ ‘drugs,' ‘crimes,' and ‘rapists' in an average person. The repetition of ‘they’emphasizes the use of pathos which creates an expression that he is someone who will stand for the listener’s view. Finally, short sentences were used to create a flowing and a long-lasting impact to form an agreement and understanding with the audience. New Paragraph
“Have you ever wondered why our politicians want to decide every matter for us? Take an example of Donald Trump. Throughout its historical period, America has globally been recognized as the land of opportunities. It has served as a home for the less privileged, and it has sheltered those who have no place to call home. However, all of a sudden, just because we trusted him to lead our motherland, Donald trump bestows on himself the right to change the very values that have sustained the foundation of our nation. America has always been on the forefront in establishing and maintaining global cohesion. However, by preying on our fears, Trump wants us to isolate ourselves from the world. We should be warned that “no man is an island.” We should, by no means allow him to lure us to share his bitterness and hatred. We have been living like friendly neighbors with the Mexicans, sharing our problems and prosperity with them; by collaborating on matters that affect both nations. However, Trump now feels that the Mexicans are the root of the problems that our country is facing. What we need to ask ourselves is whether all the rapists, drug dealers and criminals in America are Mexican; as our president would have us believe. Indeed, creating a wall will not help the problem of illegal immigration. On the contrary, it could affect the trade relationships that our nation shares, not only with Mexico but with other nations around the world. What about the immigrants who do not neighbor us? Trump should definitely look for a better solution to the issue of immigration. More importantly, as a people, we must challenge any decision that goes against our national values. Truth be told, all nations need America, and America needs other nations. Therefore, my dear countrymen let us call upon trump to establish meaningful solutions for the problems facing our country, without necessarily destroying the relationships that America shares with other nations.”
 Reflection
Notably, in the previous paragraph, I employed an academic approach to illustrate how Trump uses ethos to stimulate emotions in his audience. Being an academic piece, there was every need to employ a neutral tone and a formal approach. In the same vein, the use of ethos was established through referencing and citations in order to enhance the credibility and trustworthiness of the academic piece. The previous paragraph was an illustration of how Trump has used ethos (his status as the American president) and pathos to evoke negative emotions from the Americans, regarding the Mexican immigrants. His rhetoric is meant to influence the Americans in supporting his intentions of banning immigration into the US.
On the contrary, my current paragraph brings out a significant change of tonality, and medium of speech, albeit I am still referring to the issue of Trump’s rhetoric. Nonetheless, the change of audience has necessitated this drastic change. To start with, my choice for oral communication, as opposed to written communication, is meant to establish a direct connection between the audience and I. In the same vein, the change of tonality, and body language would play a significant role in persuading the audience and arousing their emotions.
Yet, in the first paragraph, Trump has mostly used pathos in order to arouse the emotions of the Americans against the Mexican immigrants. However, emotions are usually volatile, and therefore they cannot be trusted to create a lasting effect. As a result, by describing America’s friendly co-existence with America, how the immigrants need America, and how American values support international cohesion and collaboration, I am using logos to counter Trump’s emotional effects on the Americans. I am trying to neutralize the emotions generated by Trump’s use of pathos to stimulate negative emotions towards immigrants. 
Similarly, I used rhetorical questions in order to provoke the audience to think logically about the matter, and hopefully concur with my rhetoric. In addition, the use of inclusive pronouns such as “we” is aimed at helping develop camaraderie between my audience and I. This would persuade the audience to embrace my perception. In the same line, addressing my audience as “my dear countrymen” helps me to identify myself with my audience, and to convince them that we share the same problems, and thus persuade them to coincide with my rhetoric.
Lastly, the use of expressions such as “global cohesion,” “American founding values” “no man is an island” were meant to appeal to pathos, given that global collaboration and a nation’s founding values are important aspects for the general public. On the contrary, words such as “hatred” and “bitterness” are used in relation to Trump in order to discredit his rhetoric. Also, I have interconnected the first and the last paragraph, by calling upon the Americans to stand with me against Trump’s rhetoric.  
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
