Indeed, it is wrong to have a health claim on the food products meant for children. The FDA provides for the specifications for the provision of particular food claims on food products. As such, it is improper to include the heart symbol on the oatmeal cereal meant for children since it portrays specific implications on the health of the consumers. Additionally, the company also fails to highlight the reason for including the heart symbol. However for food products meant for children, it is essential to incorporate only the recommended food claims for the food packs.


Opinion 2

The provision of the food claims on the particular food substance is incorrect as the number of sugars and dietary fibers cannot be higher than the total carbohydrates. From the provision, it is evident that the serving is for eight while the amount of sugars is 8grams while the total carbohydrates are 2 grams. It is not possible to have a lower carbohydrate amount while the number of fibers and sugars are high. Thus, the information is deceiving to the prospective consumer who may not take note of adequately reading the food labels within the food pack.


Opinion 3

It is evident that when cooking, vitamin C is destroyed by excess heat and water during food processing. Moreover, the food product shown is preserved under certain conditions that decrease the content of the ascorbic content of vitamin C in foods. Therefore, it is not possible to have higher levels of vitamin C in the final food product as shown in the food claim which is misleading to the prospective consumer who would wish to consume the product’s value of vitamin C content.
