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In the article, Teacher Detained after Abuse Allegations at Beijing Kindergarten, the writer highlights the case of a kindergarten teacher who was suspected to abuse children in their learning institution under their care. Across the region, there was a public outcry among parents as young children had reported being given sleeping pills by their educator. Due to the public outcry, the police had held the suspect, Ms. Liu, in their custody while carrying out their investigations. Additionally, the children had also complained of being stripped within their school environment. As such, the police had taken the initiative of investigating the claims with the suspect in custody. Through the commission's statement, it is evident that the actions went against the teaching morals and were considering the outcome of the investigation with possible charges if Ms. Liu was found guilty of the allegations. Although there are claims of continued child abuse across the area as described by individuals, the city authorities had distanced themselves from the claims while also arresting a woman who was spreading information regarding the military involvement in child abuse at the kindergarten.
Indeed from the article, it is evident that the children's report could be accurate given the nature of the information provided by children. In most cases, children have a right to be treated in the best way possible with the parents giving the full mandate to the teachers in taking care of their children. From the article, the teacher has the responsibility of ensuring the well-being of the children. Moreover, the school administrator within the kindergarten facility has the task of providing the moral duty and obligation towards enhancing the learning experience of learners within the educational institution. As such, while the investigations are underway, the teacher, Ms. Liu, and the school's principal are to be held liable for the allegations and claims advanced by the parents against the suffering of their children. The school principal should be held accountable for failing to enhance their leadership role in eliminating the cases of child abuse within the learning facility. In reality, there was lack of supervision by the principal in ensuring sanity for a beneficial learning environment for the children. As such, the principal failed in executing their responsibility of management and regulation within the school and determining the likelihood of unprofessional actions towards the children.
Within the school environment, the vision of teachers often extends beyond the classroom environment towards enhancing their experience through their interaction with the learners. Teachers and the school administrators have the role of ensuring that they promote educational leadership across the learning institutions as a way of developing a sustainable learning environment. Besides, teachers have a professional purpose of enhancing student knowledge while also improving their communication and relational skills across many different fields. Indeed from the article, Ms. Liu and the school principal should be held responsible for the abuse on children as a means of ascertaining the situation and how they execute their professional mandate in upholding the rights of the learners under their care. On the other hand, I believe that the allegations and rumors of military involvement in the child molestation at the kindergarten should be investigated to ascertain if there are any associations with those mounted against Ms. Liu and the school’s administration. Therefore, it is evident that the school authority failed to uphold the educational leadership expectations within their facility.
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
