Elsewhere, the feeding of corn to animals has resulted in the rise in food borne illnesses across the consumers. As such, it is essential that manufacturers be held accountable for the production standards as a means of promoting good feeds for consumption of the manufactured food products while also enhancing sustainable environments.

Also, although the food philosophies highlighted by the documentary, Food Inc. can be applied in the modern day food production, it is vital to uphold strict good manufacturing practices (GAP) and good agricultural practices (GAP). Through promoting the standards, consumers would be protected from the likelihood of food contamination and deception on the food labels. Moreover, it is critical to regulating the employment sector within the food manufacturing industries as a way of promoting quality standards. From the film, many firms only endeavor to employ individuals on a contractual basis finding it easy to replace untrained individuals at their discrete periods. Ensuring that the employment policies uphold the rights of employees would promote continuous adherence to the appropriate manufacturing standards. Therefore, I believe the Food Inc. philosophies should be supported in a suitable manner that guarantees consumer safety and improved health across the global market while also enhancing sustainable food production.
