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The weights and measurement agencies play an important role in ensuring that commodities contain the appropriate requirements presented to the consumers. The agencies regulate the operations of manufacturers in ensuring that they abide by the measurements and regulation standards thereby avoiding consumer exploitation (Corey, 2016). Despite the complications involved in weights and measurements, having a variety of agencies offers a major benefit of making comparisons and determining variations in enhancing the standardization of measures. One major advantage of having several weighing agencies is the ability to decentralize the weighing and measuring procedures and the ease of making comparisons for improving the standardization procedures. Having many agencies makes it possible for the FDA, the USDA, and state officials to make informed decisions after making comparisons regarding the different measurement scales rather than a single weights agency (Corey, 2016). As opposed to making a single decision, the multiple agencies through coordination improve the nature of weights across the United States.
Additionally, it is possible to determine the variations that arise out of the several weights and measurements across many states in the US. Due to the complicated nature of ascertaining the accurate measure of products across various regions in the US, the multiple agencies assist in ensuring the monitoring and evaluation of compliance practices from the central weighing and measurement divisions of the federal government (Weights and Measures, n.d.). As such, it is possible to ensure that manufacturers and producers comply with the weights and measurement guidelines. Moreover, it is possible to undertake guidelines that promote fairness and conformity to the international standards as it increases the level of traceability of weighing standards across the United States (Weights and Measures, n.d.). Therefore, having multiple agencies provide a rationale for covering the increasing number of producers who may fail to be captured by single federal agencies across the US.
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
