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Indeed, having multiple agencies looking after weights and measures creates operational challenges in coming up with single measures and policies for compliance by the manufacturing food companies. While multiple agencies are crucial in coming up with the varied ways of obtaining vital compliance information, there are possibilities of incongruent policy implementations. The multiple weights and measures agencies would tend to overlap in their mandates across the states thereby posing a challenge to manufacturers and producers who would fail to understand the best adherence and compliance measures. The overlap in mandates makes it difficult to implement various standardization practices as there are challenges in calibrating the weights measures across the US.
Additionally, the multiple agencies require resources to carry out their inspection and standardization standards across the states. The resource allocation to each of the weights and measures agencies results in wastages as they perform similar and related inspection tasks. As such, much time is wasted in conducting activities that could have been harmonized and undertaken by a single weight and measures agency. Despite the need to have several agencies in carrying out the tasks in a short period, it is essential to assess and evaluate the costs involved in financing several weights and measures agencies by the federal government. Therefore, I believe it is vital to have a single agency that is decentralized across the various states to perform the task of inspection and ensuring compliance with the weights and measures legislation.
