The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) and the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) are mandated with the responsibility of regulating and inspecting food products for consumption across the American market. However, the two agencies perform different roles in promoting food safety through their approaches to dealing with compliance with the federal food safety laws. While the FDA is tasked with the responsibility of enhancing public health (Food and Drug Administration, 1), the USDA has the mandate of coming up with the government policies and their execution in a bid to enhance food production and forestry for the food communities (USDA 1). As a major difference, FDA imposes and implements the sanitation requirements and laws among the interstate level while also providing consumers with information appertaining to the efficacy of the safety regulations (Foodsafety.gov 1).

Elsewhere, the USDA develops and executes the federal laws that govern the production of consumer foods across the US (USDA 1). As such, USDA enhances a uniform approach towards the production of food while improving the welfare of farmers and ranchers and advancing the needs of the rural communities (USDA 1). On the other hand, the FDA only endeavors to promote food safety through the examination of the foods across various states. Indeed, it is evident that there are overlapping roles between the USDA and FDA agencies in enhancing food production and safety. In my opinion, I believe the FDA agency is better than USDA concerning coverage and improving consumer protection. In most cases, the FDA implements its roles across various states while paying attention to the specific details of food production. Therefore, the FDA enhances a greater strategy of promoting food safety while advancing the need for appropriate medical supplies and reducing any harmful products across the consumer markets.
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
