Abstract 

Insert the Abstract here. Since the abstract is submitted with Part 5, I suggest keeping this page as a placeholder. Keywords and author note are not required. Please remove these instructions before submitting the final paper. The abstract will be about 350 words and counts toward the content requirement.

Because the Abstract is a summary of the content, it should be written after you have written your final version of the research paper. And, because it summarizes the paper at the beginning of the paper, including information that is not represented in the paper is like false advertising; it is dishonest and unethical. This abstract must be no less than or more than one page for this assignment. The abstract is double spaced and never indented. The abstract is a single paragraph which includes your current health issue topic and summarizes the key points of the paper without providing unnecessary detail. It does not repeat word for word what is in the body of the paper. The abstract uses the same type and style of language found in the body of the paper, including technical language. Present the most important information first and use key words and phrases that quickly identify the content and focus of the work; write clearly and concisely, with powerful language. An abstract requires you to carefully disseminate the information in the entire paper and include only that which is most relevant to cover the key points. Address why the issue is worth researching. While it is better to briefly summarize the results of a study, sometimes it is impossible to summarize the information in only a few sentences. It is best to include a statement that simply indicates that the results and/or implications are discussed within the research paper. You will be required to post your abstract to a discussion board where it will be reviewed by your fellow-writers. For this reason, you should take great care to ensure your abstract cuts straight to the facts and details of the paper; assume the readers are unfamiliar with the facts of your topic before start to read the abstract but are well-informed on the purpose and scope of the paper after reading it.

Introduction (this is not typically a heading but please include it for this assignment)
The introduction, which should be approximately 400 words, is inserted here. Use the information you provided in your Outline to guide your writing. Be sure to consider any comments for improvement I provided. The first sentence of the introduction is your “hook” or catchy opener sentence or two. It should grab the readers’ attention and compel them to want to learn more about the topic. Next, clearly identify the issue/problem for the reader, followed by a brief discussion why the topic is important and why the reader should care about this issue. This should give the reader some idea of how you plan to discuss or approach the topic, provide some background information on the topic, and establish an immediate connection between writer and audience. The next part of the introduction is your thesis statement which concisely informs the reader about the scope, purpose, and direction of the paper. It summarizes the conclusions that the writer has reached about the topic. In general, this is a one sentence summary of the argument that will be supported throughout the paper. Refer to the resources on Thesis Statement in the Writing Project Folder. 
Writing notes. Clear transitions should be present between each new section of this paper. In other words, the writing must flow in complete sentences which are written in third person writing, should not appear as “statements”, or present any bias and personal opinion. 
As your write your paper, keep in mind that paragraphs are one of the greatest tools you have in organizing your writing. It is a way of cluing the reader in on the divisions that underlie your thinking. The point of paragraphs is to show the structure of your thoughts. Ideally, it encompasses one thought—that is, it should have some idea guiding it. It is then divided into separate sentences all of which address and advance that idea. Insert a paragraph break when you are making a transition between ideas, or adding a new line of thought, or when you have finished summing up a thought. 
Overview of the Issue
The overview of the issue, which should be approximately 700 words, is inserted here. First, provide a discussion about the history of the issue. Think about when/where the issue began and provide relevant historical information that will provide the reader with the background of the issue. Why is it concerning? This should be written as if the reader has no connection or prior knowledge of the topic. 
Next, discuss the extent of the problem – how bad is it? Include evidential support from your sources (facts and statistics) that address the problem and support. This should be non-biased and discussed in a factual manner. 
Finally, provide background information including both sides of the issue. An unbiased, objective paper can accurately present both or all sides of an issue in a strictly informative manner. This allows the reader to understand all sides of the problem before a stance is taken. Consider these “perspective one” and “perspective two”. Public health issues are rarely cut and dried so be sure to include additional perspectives as necessary for your topic. 
Part 4
Causes of the Issue
The causes of the issue, which should be approximately 600 words, are inserted here. First, without restating information previously stated in the overview, discuss the cause(s) of the issue in a non-biased manner. What caused the issue to incur? If the issue started during a specific time period or in a specific location discuss the issue as it correlated with the norms and culture of the place and time. This might take some extra research to discuss the culture of a place and/or era. There is rarely just one cause so discuss as many as are reasonable. 
Next, discuss why this problem exists (for example, but not limited to family dynamic, cultural influences, lack of education, monetary influences etc.)  This section should be a comprehensive discussion of the factors that contributed and are still contributing to the problem. Identify and discuss no fewer than two factors but include as many as needed to make your point and use paragraph breaks to delineate different causes. 
Effects of the Problem
The effects of the issue, which should be approximately 600 words, are inserted here. Keep in mind that the effects of the issue need to be clear and significant enough to elicit a change or solution. First, use your sources to describe and discuss the effects of the issue. Since health issues often “ripple” into other areas, your discussion should include no fewer than two effects, more if they are significant. Use a separate paragraph to describe each factor. 
Next, inform the reader who or what is affected by the problem. Examples: personal testimonies from someone featured in a study or who is well known to the public. Include anything that demonstrates a direct effect as a result of the issue. The reader relates to examples and stories because it humanizes the issue. 
Finally, present fact-based information about the repercussions of the issue. I am looking for a discussion on (a) direct repercussions, (b) indirect repercussion, and (c) global, national and/or local repercussions. There are usually several repercussions of all health issues.
Part 5
Solution
The solution for the issue, which should be approximately 900 words, is inserted here. This section will take complete understanding and analysis of the problem before a thorough and feasible solution can occur. You need to be as detailed as possible while painting a clear picture and maintaining readability. Think of this section as if you were presenting this information in front of many powerful people in opposition of this solution. How would you change their minds? The proposed solution must be derived from research that is cited and NOT from one’s own creativity, assumptions, bias, etc. 
First, discuss what will work to solve the problem; what is the solution? Is there more than one plausible solution? In this part of the discussion, consider whether the solution is realistic and easy to understand and implement. If you have more than one viable solution, please create new paragraphs for each one. I would rather you focus on one, detailed solution but if you can justify more than one solution using peer-reviewed sources to back your idea, please present them. Your solution(s) must derive from research.
Next, discuss whether the solution accounts for all aspects of the problem? 
Consider the financial obligations - how much money is needed, how will the money be allotted, and what is the source of funding, etc. Human resources - how many people are needed to help with the solution and what key players (such as a district superintendent, senator or other policy makers) must to be on board in order for the solution to take place. What is the strategy for implementation- what will the entire implementation process, from start to finish, look like? Use your credible sources and not bias or opinion to guide you to a realistic implementation plan. This section requires you to use critical thinking and analytical skills. 
	Here you will discuss what will not work? Often, the best solutions are discovered by analyzing and having a critical eye for what won’t work. Your discussion should discuss why other solutions (if any) were unsuccessful? What makes all aspects of your solution different which in-turn makes it successful? Are you using parts from other solutions but adding to it? Are you completely replicating another solution that has been successful in another city, state or country? This must be thoroughly explained. Can your solution stand up to possible objections?
What are all possible objections? Be specific and back your information with expert sources.
Finally, show how your solution solves the problem on a personal and global scale. Does research support your findings? How/why? In order for a solution to take place, you must explain how this solution impacts more than a small sum of people. What is the ripple effect of your proposed solution? This section requires you to think critically on a micro to macro level; individual, family, work place, community, society, country, world, etc. You may present two solutions, but both must provide detailed information.
Conclusion 
The conclusion, which should be approximately 400 words, is inserted here. The conclusion should restate the intro and wrap up what you have been discussing in your paper. It should restate your thesis and discuss why this topic is important and relevant. After moving from general to specific information in the introduction and body paragraphs, the conclusion should begin pulling back into more general information that restates the main points of the paper. First, summarize the reasons for selecting and writing about this topic and issue. It is permissible to use first person for this part of the conclusion.
Next, present a real life scenario of what the benefits would be if your plan were to be adopted. This may be a personal or hypothetical scenario which means first person writing is acceptable. In this paragraph, also present two-four more general statements about how improved life would be and how society would change for the better as a result of your solution(s). end the conclusion with a “clincher” that is a statement, argument or fact that completes the entire paper.
Please delete all instructional paragraphs before submitting your paper. 
Check your word counts for each section! Using the word content requirements, the research paper will be about 15-16 pages, including the Abstract.
