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Introduction
Introductions are a great start to any paper, and you will begin writing the introduction to your Chapter I. Start by thinking about an introduction that would best fit your desired topic. Consider the “broad to narrow” approach when writing an introduction. You will begin writing with an impactful and broad statement and then you will lead the reader into the more specific points in your SPP.
For example, if your project had something to do with screening patients for depression in primary care settings, you could start your introduction by saying, “Depression impacts as many as 5 million Americans in the United States.” You can then narrow the statement further by describing depression rates in the primary care setting. Then, you can get even more narrow about screening for depression in primary care to introduce the reader to your project topic. Once you begin writing your subsequent sections, you will see how your introduction opens the door to the next paragraph. Try not to forget to create transition sentences to allow the reader to go on a journey as they read your paper.
You will also begin reviewing APA Chapter 5. Chapter 5 is particularly important and often neglected when referring to the APA manual since many of us refer to it strictly to review citations. However, doctoral level scholars need to consider bias-free language, and reviewing these chapters can help you discern some of the ways we can write without bias. One example is describing a “patient with schizophrenia” as a “schizophrenic patient.” The “patient with a diagnosis of schizophrenia” is more appropriate and bias-free than calling a patient a “schizophrenic.” You will be able to share with your peers what you have learned.

Learning Materials Introduction
This week, you will be referring to Chapter 12 of the Moran, Burson, and Conrad (2020) text to help you begin looking and writing introductions. Melnyk and Fineout-Overholt (2023) and Creswell & Creswell (2022) also discuss the process of writing introductions for any scholarly paper. Chapter 5 of the APA manual will be helpful to refer to as you complete Discussion 1: Bias-Free Language. All the learning materials will be helpful when completing Assignment 2 in this week’s assignments.

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Instructions
Explain some of the key components to writing an effective introduction related to your SPP topic. After, begin writing your introductory paragraph that provides an overview of the phenomenon of interest and how it is an important problem to investigate.
In an additional 1-page statement, provide 4–6 bias-free language tips from the APA 7th edition manual that will be important to consider for your SPP topic. Which one of these bias-free language tips surprised you the most? Did you learn anything new after reviewing this chapter? Be sure to reference the learning materials and SPP template that provides structure into writing an effective introduction with bias-free language.
Remember, when you are referencing content that is cited by an author within the article, you must cite the original author’s work. For example, if you were to read an article by Jones et al. 2022 and there was a statistic cited by AACN, you would only cite AACN’s statistic and NOT Jones et al.). This allows credibility to the original authors. However, if the statement is uncited and original to that article’s author, you would cite the authors who have drafted the article.
Be sure to write at least 2–3 pages of content and incorporate a minimum of 4–5 scholarly citations to support your statements.
