Initial Post
The Background and Significance sections of your Chapter 1 Introduction of the SPP paper should build a logical, rational, argument for doing the DNP project. It needs to be well-referenced and represent a brief synthesis of the literature you read to build your argument. By the time the reader finishes it, they should be able to guess the purpose of your project without reading any further. You are making the case for doing your DNP project based on the problem or gap identified in your clinical area. Clearly state why it is important that you complete your DNP project. According to the guidelines, the background and significance should be about five pages in length. See SPP template for further clarification.
Background
This section should expand upon the introduction and build a logical, rationale argument for doing the project. It should be well referenced, with at least five of your best references that represent a brief synthesis of the literature that you read to build your argument. Give the reader a sense of what is already known about the problem, or a succinct summary of the gap in evidence, and how it pertains to your selected population/practice setting. Define all concepts related to the problem and be consistent throughout the paper.
Significance
Address the importance of the identified problem to nursing practice, research, education, leadership, and/or administration. Briefly describe how implementation of your scholarly practice project may impact the gap you have identified and nursing practice in general.
Paste the background and significance sections of Chapter 1 of your SPP paper to the discussion board for faculty and peer feedback. You may also upload the document you will be submitting this week.
Reply Posts
Reply to at least two of your classmates. In your reply posts give peers substantial feedback on each category; your replies should consist of 2–5 sentences in each category.

· Cohesiveness
· Logical flow of ideas
· Synthesis of literature
· Grammar and APA
