Introduction
Evidenced-based practice (EBP) models and theoretical frameworks synergistically inform how you design your project and how you evaluate outcomes. EBP models differentiate by setting the framework with how you will conduct (via action) your project through the model’s principles. EBP models link your project into action and create a plan for implementation. Before you decide to connect how your project fully fits each of your chosen model’s steps, begin to think about the EBP model’s core concepts. Do you find they align appropriately with your SPP topic? For example, a qualitative project may align best with the “Knowledge to Action” framework but may not fit best with a more quantitative design like the “Johns Hopkins EBP model.” The EBP model will guide your DNP project from beginning to end.
It is important to find a model that fits your framework as accurately as possible. Please note you will need to obtain permission to use many of these EBP models, so ensure you obtain permission for their use if applicable. It is also important you cite the figures appropriately per APA guidelines in the copyright citation and NOT an in-text citation. If you need help with this, please ask your instructor and/or the Regis College librarian. The citation is a bit complicated, so feel free to ask for assistance in this area.
