Development of the DNP Essentials
Development of the DNP Essentials
This week includes a discussion surrounding your project implementation plan. As you reflect on the development of your project and selection of the evidence-based intervention, consider how the DNP Essentials not only framed your learning but how the DNP Essentials helped you conceptualize and develop your project. Your work on your DNP practice change project helps to demonstrate your growing competencies with the DNP Essentials and your emerging professional identity.
Endorsement of the Practice Doctorate by AACN
Critical among the events leading to the practice doctorate was the degree endorsement by the American Association of Colleges of Nursing (AACN, 2004).
Click through the following timeline to explore the role of the AACN in advancing the DNP degree.
Timeline Interactive Transcript
Early mandates by the AACN called for programs to offer entry into advanced nursing practice at the DNP level. However, this met great resistance from advanced practice nurses, employers, professional organizations representing advanced practice nurses, and the public in general. As a result, the mandate for advanced practice nurses to have a DNP by 2015 was removed. Currently, there is no mandate for the DNP degree as the educational standard for advanced practice nurses.
Although the mandate for the DNP degree has yet to be realized as a requirement for all advanced practice nurses, the growth in the number of DNP programs has exploded as schools of nursing are transitioning to the DNP degree.

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DNP Graduates Image Description
A paradigm shift in doctoral education in nursing is underway. The nation's complex healthcare environment has called for nurses to have the highest level of scientific knowledge and practice expertise possible. The Doctor of Nursing Practice (DNP) degree was established to improve practice proficiency and accelerate the translation of evidence into practice. As leaders in the clinical realm, DNP-prepared nurses appraise and implement the knowledge generated by our Ph.D. colleagues and work to bring this discovery to the bedside through quality improvement and practice change projects. The goal of the DNP-prepared nurse is to use translational science to improve healthcare delivery at the meso, macro, and micro systems levels.

Practicum Site IRB Determination

Some practicum site IRBs require another committee to review your project first, and after the committee’s review, then you can submit your project to the practicum site IRB.  Sometimes this process takes 8 weeks, 12 weeks, or even longer. So please start this process today if you have not done so already.
Please let me know that your practicum site requires IRB approval, council approval, or committee approval.
If your practicum site IRB requires Chamberlain’s IRB Prescreening determination first, let me know and complete your IRB Prescreening Supplement form and the associated documents in week one.  Use the instruction documents for the IRB Prescreening Supplement form and submit the documents early, if possible. You can find the instruction documents in the announcements for this course and I also have the instruction documents.
For all students whose practicum site requires a committee or council review and/ or IRB review, these approvals must be received before the end of NR705.
